Twice a week I try and play basketball at Northwestern with 

some of the faculty and staff.  Some of the other participants 

are twice my age, but they consistently ñtake me to 
schoolò (pun intended).

Å With student demand more than triple since Trinity last visited a crowded, 

remote school in Namusala, Uganda, plans are to begin work on a second 

school building in late July. Trinity has been an active contributor to com-

pletion of the first school building and will be participating in a dedication 

of that building. Todd Te Grotenhuis is waiting for finalized dates from 

Words of Hope minister Rev. Titus Baraka. Todd can be contacted for 

more information. 

 

Å Concern was expressed about the minimal participation in a house reha-

bilitation project. Work is continuing on that project on most Saturday 

mornings.

Å Trinity is working with Northwestern Collegeôs day of service on April
