After last year I am so excited for this fall.  Last year we ex-

perienced at Trinity the loss of a beloved pastor, in that of Jon 

Nelson, the prospect of losing Jon Opgenorth, a ñnoò decision 

on facility plans, not to mention a really long winter!  I am looking forward to a 

fresh start to the year with a new associate pastor and some new worship and 

ministry opportunities. 

One new worship opportunity that I am particularly excited about is launch-

ing a new third Sunday morning worship service.  The plan for this fall is to 

have two live worship services going at eleven oôclock: one in the Sanctuary, 

one in the Student Center.  Each venue would have a live praise team and we 

will have a live feed to the Student Center when the sermon is going on in the 

Sanctuary. 

The reason we are doing this is because over the last couple years we have seen 

significant growth in our Video Venue even when there has been plenty of seat-

ing in the Sanctuary.  Many people prefer the more intimate feel of the smaller 

space along with the more relaxed atmosphere of the Video Venue.  However, 

the Video Venue is not very conducive to worship because of the difficulty 

mixing sound, as well as difficulty reading the screen when people are standing.   

Trinity experimented last spring with a new service called ñThe Journeyò which 

wanted a casual worship atmosphere and a focus on reaching people who arenôt 

a part of any church.  While ñThe Journeyò was enjoyed by those who chose to 

participate, it failed to gain the critical mass to keep it going.  Our hope is that 

this new worship venue in the Student Center will give us many of the same 

outreach opportunities while being able to sustain that critical mass with a dif-

ferent time and access Trinityôs childrenôs ministries and education programs. 

So starting September 12, we will have three morning services, 8:45, 11:00 in 

the Sanctuary, and 11:00 in the Student Center, and Iôm very excited to see how 

God may use these opportunities to change lives and bring about Godôs king-

dom.

My hope 

is that we always will be a people who listen for Godôs voice, 

seek His leading, and obediently follow His guidance with great joy and 

sacrifice so that His name would be exalted and His kingdom extended to 

every corner of Northwest Iowa and the world.
