Missions Team report, 1-25-10

International trip plans forming for this summer:

As many as 45 people could be participating in three international missions
trips being planned by the Trinity Missions Team. The team met Jan. 25 to
review mission opportunities and prepare for upcoming months. Dates and
details have not been finalized for any of the trips.

Missions team plans include:

A A trip to Namusalalganda, with the primary goal to complete con-
struction of a badly needed sc
in modern construction. More traditional African techniques will be
employed. Hopes are that work could also be done toward a second
classroom building for the rapidly growing school. The project is part
of the ministry of Rev. Titus Baraka who has preached at Trinity in
the past. It is hoped that 8-9 people will participate.

A Two trips to Haiti mirroring a pair of trips taken by Trinity members
last summer are being planned. A wide variety of projects are avail-
able in working again with the missions of Jean Jean and Christi
Mompremier and Jared and Stacie Nikkel. The two missions are in the
same vicinity and Trinity has developed relationships with each.
An early summer and late July or early August trip is being planned.
It is hoped to have up to 18 people on each trip.

A Closer to home, plans are being made for rkade Against Hun-
ger work nights 7 packaging nutritious food packets for Haiti. Current
plans are to do this on Feb. 14 and again during youth night on Feb.
17. Free will offerings will be taken at the events to defray the cost of
the food.
