On the 

other hand, my childhood memories of gardening remind me that summer is no 

time to get lazy.  The right kind of work in a different way can pave the way for a 

fall of harvest. 

 

Hereôs my recipe for not wasting our summer:  First, weôll take a step back from 

planning a building and pray.  This is not inactivity.  It is necessary activity.  

Weôll pray for Godôs Spirit to blow fresh insight and thinking into our vision and 

mission. 

 

Second, since we know that any planning takes time, weôll use our creative ener-

gies to find ways to maximize our space and opportunities so that we can continue 

to reach out to new people.  This may mean relocating our video venue to the stu-

dent center for more space and opportunities, renting the building to the west of 

the church for more space for youth, children, or other ministries. 

 

Third, as the Lord leads, weôll begin a new season of ministry with a new Associ-

ate Pastor.  We hope June will see us bring a candidate before the congregation.

Everyone has music that they connect with on a deeper level.  

Maybe itôs a song that reminds you of high school, a band that 

defines an important time in your life, a new song that articulates 

the way youôve felt for a long time, or an old song that has senti-

mental value. 

For example, Keith Green reminds me of my childhood since itôs what my parents 

listened to while I was growing up.  Though I donôt care for rap music too much, I 

have nostalgic memories of one particular rap album that was always played on the 

bus we rode to baseball games.  But the song that I probably have the deepest con-

nection to is one that reminds me of my dad, ñHe Leadeth Me.ò 

My dad wasnôt a trained musician, but he did teach himself how to play drums, 

guitar, and bass.  My dad also loved to sing.  So he would occasionally get asked to 

do special music at church, and he would always oblige with one of the handfuls of 

songs that he knew, one of which being ñHe Leadeth Me.ò  I remember him finger 

picking on his guitar singing with only the slightest twang in his voice ñLord I 

would clasp Thy hand in mine nor ever murmur nor repine, content whatever lot I 

see, Since ótis Thy hand that leadeth me.ò 

Neither of us knew that in his forties my dad would be diagnosed with cancer, an 

event that led our whole family to have to answer the question, ñDo we really be-

lieve the words to this old hymn?ò   

I read from another pastor who also had cancer that God and Satan have completely 

different intentions when it comes to cancer.  God wants to draw you closer to him-

self; Satan wants you to fall away from God.  Often we use the phrase ñbeating 

cancerò to mean surviving the disease.  But to God, beating cancer is about putting 

your faith in him and trusting in where he will lead you. 

At Trinity I hope that we can be a people who are led by God.  I hope that the 

things that happen to us as a body allow us to draw closer to God and not fall away 

or become divided.  Itôs a lot easier to sing than it is to practice, but have faith that 

this is a church that can follow Godôs leading through the highs and lows. 

Fourth, I want to remind all of us of the challenge I laid out on 

May 2 ï to use the next four months as opportunities to welcome 

others into our homes and relationships.  Already, I have heard 

several stories of doing just that.  Will you be another?  Letôs not waste our sum-

mer.  Letôs follow Christ in mission. 

 

And let us not grow weary of doing good, for in due season we will reap, if we do 

not give up.  So then, as we have opportunity, let us do good to everyone, and espe-

cially to those who are of the household of faith.  (Galatians 6:9-10)
