Missions Team report, 4-19-10

Missions team prayerfully approaches summer.

Hopes are to finalize three Trinity international trips in the next week or so.
The missions committee met on April 19. Two trips will go to Haiti and an-
other to Uganda.

It has been two years since a Trinity team traveled to Namusala, Uganda. In the
past three years Trinity has forged a close relationship with Words of Hope
minister Rev. Titus Baraka.

No special skills are required for those going to help build a second classroom
building. Trinity funds also helped build the first classroom. Even more impor-
tant than funding or construction skills is connecting with the refugees of the
area who feel forgotten by the world. There will be opportunities to work with
children and high school age youths. Rev. Baraka and his team have expressed
great interest in hosting Trinity visitors.

Contact Todd Te Grotenhuis soon for the July 24-Aug. 5 trip. Eight people
have expressed an initial interest. It is estimated the cost for the trip will be
around $2,200.

The first of the two Haiti trips is already full. The overlapping trips will run
July 22-30 and July 29-Aug. 6. Eight are traveling on the first trip and up to 16
can make the second trip because of travel limitations.
